Racing: This is a full weekend racing, but each day is a separate event. Either one or both days can be
entered (Saturday DF65, Sunday DF95)

Entry: Online, using the MYA online entry system via the MYA website.

Entry is open to all MYA members and members of foreign clubs affiliated to a Delegated National Member
of IRSA.

All boats must be registered with the DF Racing UK Class Association or equivalent Class Association in their
country of origin. All boats shall display their registered sail number or a personal sail number as allocated
under the personal sail number scheme operated by the MYA.

Closing Date: 1800 Thursday 16™ June. After that time entries will be accepted only at the discretion of
the organising Authority
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Entry Fee: the Entry fee is £10 and shall be paid upon registration. The entry fee includes the levy
payable to the DF UK Class Association.

Launching: Launching will be from two platforms and the club reserves the right to insist on assisted
launching in rough weather. Recovery of disabled boats will be by dinghy only as the lake sides are not
accessible to competitors push off poles will be available.
